· All scholarship applicants must be a current sophomore or junior and a member in good standing with their local FFA chapter as of March 1, 2025 plus have not previously attended WLC.
· Scholarship applications must be completed, including required signatures, Before February 12th @ 3pm.  Please bind the application by simply stapling in the top left-hand corner.  Please do not place application in a presentation folder.
· The recipient will be announced at the Nampa FFA Chapter Banquet on Friday May 9th, 2025
