2. Must submit a complete application with all required signatures and a copy of a High
School transcript attached.  No additional pages or additional information may be
included with the application. 

Applications to be submitted to a Nampa FFA Advisor on or before April 5th.

3. Must graduate from High School in the year that they receive a scholarship.

4. Must be graduating from High School with a cumulative grade point average of 2.50 or 
higher.

5. Must enroll as a full-time student at a post-secondary institution in the fall semester of
receiving a Nampa FFA Alumni Scholarship.  If the recipient is unable to utilize the  
scholarship within that first 30 days of the first semester and still wishes to receive the
 scholarship funds, a formal  written request for deferment must be submitted to the
 Nampa FFA Alumni Board for approval of the deferment. The Board shall make a decision
 to approve or disallow the deferment within 45 days of receiving the request. 

6. Will receive equal consideration regardless if the applicant is attending an in-state
institution or an out-of-state institution; or whether the institution is a college, university,
or vocational/technical school.

7. May need to be available for an interview to be conducted by the Alumni Scholarship
Selection Committee.

The scholarship will be remitted directly to the scholarship recipient upon receipt of
proof of the students full-time enrollment and invoices for costs associated with post-secondary
(tuition, books or fees). The Nampa FFA Alumni shall have the responsibility 
to disburse the funds to the recipient.
